Day
1

EN ROUTE FROM U.S.

ARRIVE IN BORDEAUX, FRANCE – 
EMBARKATION (R,D) Upon arriving an 
Orbridge representative will be waiting to 
assist with your transfer to the hospitality 
room prior to embarkation.

The 
area's importance is tied to the Apostle 
Saint James the Greater, who is believed 
to have spread Christianity in the Iberian 
Peninsula. According to tradition, after his 
martyrdom in Jerusalem, his remains were 
transported by boat and buried here.
