January 5: Singapore, Singapore
Embark on your cruise in Singapore, where colonial facades meet daring  
modern architecture.

January 6: Cruising the Straits of Malacca
Sail one of the world’s most consequential waterways, where centuries of 
commerce, exploration, and empire converged. From the deck, watch merchant 
ships glide past ancient trade routes while historians onboard illuminate how 
this narrow passage has reshaped global economics, culture, and geopolitics.

January 7: Phuket, Thailand

January 8: Penang, Malaysia
Penang reflects centuries of migration and exchange. Its UNESCO-recognized 
George Town preserves streets and architecture that reveal the island’s trading 
past, while a rich food culture reveals how Malay, Chinese, and Indian traditions 
blended into something uniquely local, shaped by commerce and community. 

January 9-10: Kuala Lumpur (Port Klang), Malaysia
Kuala Lumpur, the capital of Malaysia, pulses with contrasts. Shiny skyscrapers 
rise beside ornate mosques and colonial-era buildings, reflecting a city 
where tradition and modern ambition co-exist. Street life hums with multiple 
languages, while markets and cafés reveal Malaysia’s rich, layered culture. Tea 
shops, craft studios, and hidden courtyards showcase daily life and local art, 
while layers of history emerges in museums and monuments, offering a deeper 
understand of the city’s character.

January 11: Cruising the South China Sea & Java Sea
The open waters of the South China Sea and Java Sea once carried spices, 
scholars, and ideas between civilizations. A day at sea invites both reflection 
and engagement, whether enjoying the ship’s amenities, attending an enriching 
program, or simply taking in the ever-changing horizon from the deck. 

January 12: Jakarta, Java, Indonesia
Jakarta is dense, vibrant, and full of life. The scent of spices drifts from street 
stalls, mosque bells ring across bustling avenues, and traffic weaves through 
neighborhoods steeped in history. Museums and colonial-era streets reveal 
Indonesia’s journey to independence, offering a vivid portrait of a city alive 
with resilience and reinvention. 

January 13: Semarang, Java, Indonesia
In Semarang, a unique mix of Dutch colonial buildings and Chinese-Indonesian 
culture lines quiet streets, softened by tropical light. The city’s history unfolds 
slowly, shaped by trade and migration, while nearby landscapes hint at Java’s 
spiritual traditions and relationship with the natural world.

January 14: Surabaya, Java, Indonesia
Surabaya, known as the “City of Heroes” for its pivotal role in Indonesia’s 
independence, exudes a proud, industrious spirit. Wide boulevards and 
imposing civic monuments stand alongside colorful neighborhoods and 
bustling markets, where daily life unfolds with warmth and purpose.

January 15: Celukan Bawang, Bali, Indonesia
Celukan Bawang captivates with its serene coastal vistas and lush volcanic 
hills. Rural temples and villages reveal daily life shaped by ritual and the land. 
This is Bali at its most elemental, where craftsmanship and nature remain 
closely intertwined.

January 16: Lombok (Lembar), Indonesia
Lembar charms with its calm, sincere spirit. Islamic traditions, traditional 
villages, and dramatic landscapes define the island’s character, with Mount 
Rinjani looming as a backdrop. Local life moves at a gentle pace, guided by 
faith, farming, and enduring customs.

January 17: Denpasar (Benoa), Bali, Indonesia
Disembark in Bali’s capital region, where Hindu ceremonies, stone carvings, 
and temple music guide the city’s daily rhythms.
