Day 1: ARRIVE IN JUNEAU, AK - EMBARKATION
Arrive in Juneau from your home city or from
Anchorage if you joined the optional pre-tour.
For those arriving by the suggested time, visit
the Alaska State Museum. Take a short bus

ride to the port to board the Chichagof Dream.

Later gather for your first dinner on board.
Overnight: Chichagof Dream (D)
Day 2: ICY STRAIT Enjoy prime viewing on deck while
spotting for wildlife including orcas, Steller
sea lions, seals, porpoises and magnificent
humpback whales. There will be opportunities
for skiff rides or hiking (weather permitting).
Overnight: Chichagof Dream (B,L,D)
Day 3: GLACIER BAY NATIONAL PARK Explore awe-
inspiring Glacier Bay National Park and Bartlett
Cove, watching for puffins, bears and eagles.
Overnight: Chichagof Dream (B,L,D)

TRACY ARM FJORD Witness the incredible
sight of glaciers calving as gigantic ice chunks
break off and crash into the water. This
afternoon, conditions permitting, set off on a
skiff ride to further explore the area’s bays and
coves.

Day 5: PETERSBURG | FREDERICK SOUND Visit a
charming fishing village followed by a hike
along a historical trail.

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The itinerary and daily activities (including skiff rides,
kayaking and hiking) are subject to change based on
weather, wildlife viewing and navigation conditions.

Activity Level: This program offers a variety of
activities, typically not strenuous for guests with
average mobility, including skiff rides, hiking and
kayaking. Walks and hikes are at a leisurely pace in
order to see and learn as much as possible about the
region. It's our expectation that guests are able to
walk with good balance, and go up and down stairs
easily without assistance. NOTE: The Chichagof
Dream does not have an elevator.
